Please move them out of your way,
and staff will do a sweep for dishes when they are able.

All members must purchase a door card, including Life Members. It is not the responsibility of staff to buzz you in
every time you visit the Post, as they are busy attending to other patrons, cooking, etc.

Order of service has always been: 1. Drinks 2. Food 3. Drawing sign up 4. E-Bingo Tickets 5. Pull tabs. Please do not
wave tickets at staff when they are assisting other patrons, or in the kitchen preparing food. They will cash all tickets
when able.
